Purpose: 
A simple, reproducible way to read Scripture together, hear God’s voice, and obey His Word to that 
we see disciples able to chew on the meat of the word. 

1. Look Up (Second Third – 30 mins)

Read

• Read the chosen passage aloud (10–15 verses).

• Each person re- read it quietly. 

• Close your bible and retell the passage as a group. 

• Then Discuss (Core Questions)

1. What does this passage teach about God?

2. What does it teach about people?

3. If this is true, what should we do?

2. Look Forward (Third Third – 15 mins)

• What will I do this week in response to what I’ve learned? 
Share

• Who will I share this with? 
Practice

• Pray & Commission, pray for boldness, fruitfulness, and faithfulness this week.

Facilitator Tips:

• Let Scripture speak—avoid over-teaching.

• Encourage everyone to participate.

• Keep it simple, transferable, and replicable.

• Model what you want others to reproduce.
